ummer is always light on dance performances,

but fall more than makes up for it. Philadel-

phia’s largest companies are all performing,

and visiting companies include some that are

rarely seen — and some of the best in Ameri-
can dance.

The Pennsylvania Ballet performs three times this
fall, presenting new ballets, the classic story-ballet Sleep-
ing Beauty, and the perennial favorite The Nutcracker.
BalletX performs twice — for its regular season at the
Wilma and a “tour” engagement at the Annenberg Cen-
ter. Philadanco makes its regular December appearance
at the Kimmel Center.

Touring groups include Paul Taylor, Ronald K. Brown/
Evidence, and Hubbard Street Dance Chicago, as well as
an intriguing visit from an all-male Muslim troupe from
Algeria.
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BalletX (Oct. 6-7, Annen-
berg Center). Philadelphia au-
diences get an extra, pre-
season chance to see the
troupe this fall, as the Philly
company makes a local stop
on its national tour with Trey
MclIntyre’s Big Ones, Cayet-
ano Soto’s Malasangre, and
Jorma Elo’s Gran Partita.
